Husband and wife team and fellow artists, Fred Fieber and Anne-Marie Marshall have collaborated on an exhibition that showcases their respective disciplines of painting and sculpture. 

Fred, an artist/illustrator draws his inspiration from the countryside around him.  His use of bold colours and sweeping brushstrokes captures the energy of the landscape and the immediacy of our collective response to our surroundings. Of painting Fred says “I continue to produce graphics and illustrate but painting and drawing is now my passion”. 
Anne-Marie also draws inspiration from the world around her but in her case it’s the wild and domestic animals which form the basis of her work.  Anne-Marie uses a variety of techniques to construct her work, including slab building, press moulding, pinching and coiling. Interesting surface textures are achieved by experimenting with rolling the clay on a variety of materials.
